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Mishnah - (A thief) who enters by tunnel is judged according to his end (and may be

killed) . .. Talmud - Rava said: What is the reason for the law of the tunneler?

There is a legal presumption that people do not restrain themselves when their

money is at stake. This thief says to himelf: "If I go, he will confront me and

shall make restitution; if he have
nothing, then he shall be sold for his



obstruct me, and if he confronts me, I will kill him", and the Torah said "If he
comes to kill you, hasten and kill him".

Our Rabbis taught: There shall be no bloodguiltiness for him — if the sun be risen
upon him.” Does the sun shine only upon him? Rather, this means that if it is as
clear to you as is the sun that the thief has no peaceful intentions toward you, kill
him. Otherwise, don’t kill him.

Another formulation reads: ‘If the sun be risen upon him, there shall be no
bloodguiltiness for him.” Does the sun shine only on him? Rather this means if it is
as clear to you as is the sun that the thief has only peaceful intentions towards you,
don’t kill him. Otherwise kill him.

This is problematic. These two anonymous formulations contradict one another.
No, there is no problem. The first formulation refers to a father stealing from his.
The second formulation refers to a son stealing from his father.

Rav said: I would kill anyone who would come against me while breaking in,
excluding Rav Hanina bar Shila. Why? If you say it is because Rav Hanina is a
righteous man, why is he breaking in? Rather, he has proven himself to me that he

has compassion for me as a father would his son.

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It is understandable why it was necessary for Scripture to state “He has no blood” which
permits the killing of an ordinary tunneler both on a weekday and on the Sabbath, for one
might have thought to say, that a tunneler is just like those who are executed by the courts,

whom we do not execute on the Sabbath. The Baraisa therefore informs us that we may
kill a tunneler even on the Sabbath.

To save the life of the homeowner, who is in danger of being killed unless he kills the
burglar first.

7. Mishna, Sanhedrin 73a
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These are those whom we save at the cost of their lives: One who pursues his fellow to
kill him, or one who runs after a male to sodomize him, or after a betrothed naarah to
violate her.
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But when one pursues a beast for the purpose of bestiality or one is about to desecrate the
Sabbath or one is about to engage in idol worship, we do not save these eople from
sinning at the cost of their lives.

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If a sin has already been committed with a woman, we do not save her at the cost of her
pursuer’s life.

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It was taught in a Baraisa: Rabbi Shimon Ben Yochai says: One who is about to engage
in idolatry may be saved at the cost of his life, from a kal vachomer: If, to avoid
blemishing an ordinary person, the person may be saved at the cost of the pursuer’s life,
to avoid the blemishing of God, is it not all the more so?

... It was taught in a Baraisa: Rabbi Elazar the son of Rabbi Shimon says: One who is
about to desecrate the Sabbath may be saved from doing so at the cost of his life.

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Before killing rodef, someone pursued must first try cutting off one of pursuer’s limbs.

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It was taught in a Baraisa: Rabbi Yonasan ben Shaul says: If one pursues his fellow to
kill him and the one being pursued was able to save himself by maiming one of the
pursuer’s limbs, but he did not save himself that way (killing the pursuer instead), he is
executed for it.

Rav Huna said: If a minor pursues his fellow with intent to murder him, the fellow may
be saved at the cost of the pursuer’s life.
